No.GTH-92-5'-CLM-1091-28-PART—1A . In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India and in supersession of the existing
recruitment rules made in this behalf for recruitment to the post of Assistant Controller of
Weights and Measufes in General State Service, Class II, the Governor of Gujarat hereby
makes the following rules to provide for rcguiating rectuitment to the post of Assistant
Controller of Legal Metrology in General State Service, Class-II, in the Food and Civil

Sﬁpplics Department, namely : -
1. These rules may be called the. Assistant Controller of Legal Metrology in General

State Service, Class-II, Recruitment Rules, 1992.
2. Appointment to the post of the Assistant Controller of Legal Metrology in General

State Service, Class-II in Food and Civil Supplies Department shall be made either -
a) by promotion of a person of proved merit and efficiency from amongst the persons’
working as Senior Inspector of Legal Metrology having minimum experience of seven years in
the office of the Controller of Legal Metrology out of which three years expericnce shall be as
Senior Inspeétor of Legal Metrology or

*b) by transfer of a person on deputation from class-II post in any Government Department,
having ideptical time pay scales and who possesses educational qualifications and experience

3. Appointment by direct selection and promotion shall be made in the ratio of 1:2
respectively. .
4. To be eligible for appointment by direct selection to the post mentioned in rule 2 a

candidate shall ;
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i)w . not be more than 30 years of age;

ii) posses§ degree in Science with Second class with Physics as e Principal subject
or a degree in Electrical or Mechanical or Chemical Technology or Automobile Engineering of
a University recognised by the Government or a Diploma with second class in Mechanical or
Electrical or Chemical Technology or Automobile Engineering of z;n Institution recognised by
the Government.

iii) have practical experience for about three years in a responsible capacity in a
Government Department or a local body or Semi Government organisation or a reputed factory
or work shop gained after tabbining the requisite qualifications prescribed in sub rule (ii):

Provided that the upper age limit may be relaxed in favour of a candidate already in the
service of the Government of Gujarat in accordance with the provisions of the Gujarat Civil
Services Classification and Rec;'uitment (General) Rules, 1967, as amended from time to time.

Provided further that the upper age limit may be relaxed in favour of a candidate

possessing expectionally gond qualifications or experience or both.

S. A candidate appointed by direct selection shall be on probation for a period of two
ye€ars. | 4 .
6. A candxdate appointed either by promotion or by direct selection shall be required to

undergo training at the Indian Institute of Legal Meuolouy at Ranchi or such other (raining as
may be prescrlbed by the Government time to time. ,
7. The selected candidate shall be required to pass the departmental examination, if any,
and an examination in Gujarati or _Hmdl or both in accordance with the rules prescribed by the
Government in that behalf from time to time.
8. The candidate appointed by direct selection shall during the probation period, be
required to undergo training and pass the post training examination in accordance with the
provisions of the Gazetted Officers (Pre-service Training and Examination) Rules, 1970 as
amended from time to time and he shall be required to furnish security and surety bonds in
such form and for such amount as may be prescribed by the Government from time to time.
